Everything seems to have cleared now, thanks in 
part, no doubt, to Kit Baker’s prompt action in calling 
for help. 
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Gill Cruickshank made the introductory 
speech and I present an edited form here. 
 
 I would like to thank Tony and 
Elaine French, well known to most here 
and great village supporters. Also 
among our many guests I welcome 
Deborah Stannard, (Suffolk E.T.), Sam 
Jackson (Suffolk Acre), Steven Hudson 
our erstwhile Councillor and Clive 
Webb one of our builders. Graham is 
unable to attend. 
 We welcome all of you, particularly 
our generous sponsors. The stage is 
set for the pantomime however the 
staging blocks the back windows 
making the extension less light than it 
should be, as when the windows are 
uncovered the space has been much 
admired as light and airy. We await the 
curtains. 
 We first 
decided to 
build the extension in October 2003 and 
had planning permission in May 2004. 
Building commenced in July 2005 and 
was completed by October. Our 
builders, Clive and Graham Webb, did 
a fantastic job taking everything in their 
stride, well beyond the call of duty.
