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Parish Council Meeting

QE%’J The Annual Parish Meeting and the Annual General Meeting of the
SAR Parish Council were held at the Village Hall on Tuesday, 2nd May. Mr
Richard Ward, from the Suffolk Preservation Society, attended the
meeting to talk about planning matters. He was very helpful in his advice.
One telling phrase: “Planning is judged by the speed of the decision rather than
its quality.”
Bill Pipe was re appointed as Chair to the Council and his annual report is on
page 4. Peter Hodge was elected as Responsible Finance Officer with John
Lambert as Vice Chair. Our Community Police Officer, Vicky Gilmore, (01473

613500), reported that there have been no crimes reported in Tuddenham since
she last attended. Whereas there were 7 reported crimes in the year 2004-5 of
which 2 were detected, there were only 6 this last year with 2 detected. This
compares with 12 in Playford, 36 in Witnesham and 6 in Little Bealings.

Mr Leggett, our District Councillor, reported on the Local Development
Framework Task group which is to replace the local plan. He expected that most
of the proposed 3000 new houses to be built in Suffolk would be in Felixstowe
where there are to be jobs created with the expansion of the docks.

Mr Bellfield, our County Councillor, reported on the financial issues at the
council which might lead to reductions in Adult Care and Bus Services. He asked
that any problems be reported to him on these matters. Police amalgamation
seemed likely and would bring Suffolk together with Norfolk and Cambridgeshire.
Resources might well flow towards Cambridgeshire as we have a lower crime
rate and higher detection rate than that area.

First Aid Tip passed on!

A Tuddenham resident sent me an email about
the importance of recognising and thus treating a
stroke early. | thought you might want me to pass on
the information for you to ponder.
Some doctors say a bystander can recognize a
stroke by asking three simple questions:
S *Ask the individual to SMILE.

T *Ask the person to TALK, to SPEAK A
SIMPLE SENTENCE. (Coherently) (i.e. . . It is sunny
out today)

R *Ask him or her to RAISE BOTH ARMS.

NOTE: Another 'sign’ of a stroke is this: Ask
the person to 'stick' out their tongue . if the tongue is
‘crooked, if it goes to one side or the other, that is
also an indication of a stroke.

If he or she has trouble with any one of these
tasks, call 999 immediately and describe the
symptoms. If a stroke can be recognized, diagnosed
and then the patient is medically cared for within

three hours it can hugely affect the outcome.

Report to Parish Council from
Tuddenham Village Hall

2005/06 has been a positive year for the
hall. We have seen the completion of the
extension and stage and have installed curtains.
We are very grateful to the Parish Council for
their £4000 contribution and also for the
increased precept of £800. Thank you very
much.

The facilities are much appreciated and
used. The extra space makes a great difference
to all the hall's users. Financially we balanced
the books and the costs with a £5612.43
payment from Village Hall funds.

At present we have a total of about £5000
over all our accounts. We hope in due course to
buy better, and lighter, chairs and tables but this
will require more fund raising.

Our bookings for the hall are fairly
consistent though non resident booking were
slightly down. Hopefully these will improve now
that we have our new facilities. We have
increased costs for electricity, water rates and
insurance - £650 over six months, which also
includes some extra fire precautions. We will be
considering increasing the letting rates in the
autumn.

Otherwise the general running of the hall is
uneventful.  Again thank you for the support
from the Parish Council
