I have won a 
once in a lifetime opportunity to ride the 
first stage of The Tour de France 
exactly one week before the 
professionals. As part of the prize the 
BBC have loaned me a custom made, 
Condor Italia racing bike and provided 
me with the right kit and a training 
programme. They have also arranged 

for me to be fitness 
tested at the English 
Institute of Sport as 
well as allowing me 
to meet and go on a 
training ride with a 
professional team. 
My part of the deal 
has been to 
undertake an 
intensive training 
programme building 
up from one hour 
rides to a one 
hundred mile ride the 

week before the event. At times it has 
felt like winning the booby prize, as 
after about seventy miles one does 
become rather saddle sore! 
 
 I have also been asked to keep a 
video diary and an internet diary on the 
BBC Sport Cycling website. All of these 
can be viewed at www.bbc.co.uk/
sport1/hi/other_sports/
cycling/6734169.stm as I chart the 
highs and lows of my preparation for 
the race day. It has been a thrilling 
adventure so far involving, amongst

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Dear Editor,  

 In response to query in last issue, although the lack of 
colour prevents 100% certainty I would be fairly confident to 
claim that it was a Privet Hawk Moth. This would have grey top 
wings with pink and black striped under wings and a pink and 
black striped body. They are one of about 15 large mostly night 
flying moths (the notable exceptions are the humming bird and 
bee hawk moths). 

 If it were bight pink and lime green then it might just be an 
Elephant Hawk moth but the top wing pattern doesn't look quite 
right to me. I have seen Privet, Lime, Elephant and Humming Bird Hawk moths in 
Tuddenham sine I have lived here (6 years now).  The caterpillars can be found on 
various food plants (depending on species) and can grow up to 6 inches or so in length. 
The caterpillar then pupates in the ground. When the moth emerges from the chrysalis it 
climbs up onto a plant or a tree to allow it to inflates its wings and to allow them to dry 
and harden.              Peter F Hodge
