 Dear Editor, 
You will be aware 
that the 
T.A.D.P.O.L.E.s 
made a donation to 
Laura's Y Club this 
year. Laura, who has helped out with make up in 
past years at the panto, used the money to help 
some of her disabled club members pay for their 
tickets for the Glitter Ball, which was held last 
night at Trinity Park. This unique event, 
masterminded by Laura and an enthusiastic 
band of youngsters, had been put together over 
the last year and resulted in over two hundred 
people, mainly disabled, and their carers or 
family, enjoying a truly wonderful evening. 
(These are the same people who help to make 
up the audience at our annual dress rehearsal 
for the Tuddenham pantomime.)  With the 
help of The New Wolsey Theatre, some of the 
disabled put on a short cabaret, and this was 
followed by music and dance presented with the 
help of Dance East and the Spin Off Dance 
company. The participants who all had mental 
disabilities to some degree, were all really 
enjoying the experience, and for us relatively 
normal individuals it was very humbling. The 
evening then continued with dancing to Soul 
Kitchen - The ultimate party band! The dance 
floor was instantly full to overflowing with lots of 
happy people.  One of Laura's Y Club 
members on the next table to us was having a 

wonderful time 'flirting' with 
the ladies on our table and 
taking photos of all and 
sundry with his little camera. 
I am not too certain how the 
results may turn out! Sadly 
he was reduced to tears 
because the care home had 
organised a taxi to take him 
home at 9.30! I don't 
really know how to put this, 
but Monica and I had been 
out the previous evening to a 
fund raising event and were 
hoping for a nice quiet night 
in. However Monica's sister 
had suggested we might like 
to join them, so we did. To 
experience a hall full of 
mainly mentally disabled 
people with their carers and 
families enjoying themselves 
so much was an experience 
we will remember for a long 
time.

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Dear Editor,      
 Hello there. We moved into 
Tuddenham St Martin 17 months ago 
from London and are greatly enjoying 
our life here. The countryside is 
exquisite and my family and I love 
nothing more than exploring the area 
on foot. However, on many a walk we 
have had to quite literally jump out of 
the way as cars thunder past at break 
neck speed narrowly missing us by 
inches. When you walk into Clopton 
Road from The Street you quite 
literally take your life into your own 
hands as some drivers scream around 
the corner, feet down, ready to take 
advantage of the national speed limit. 
We expected this in 
London, but not here!
    I am 
mystified as to why 
Clopton Road has a 
national speed limit 
when the rest of the 
village is 30mph and 
the road to 
Woodbridge a 
maximum of 40mph. 
Clopton Road has 
residential 
properties and a 

number of bends yet motorists can 
roar along at the legal limit of 60mph - 
and we're all left jumping out of their way. 
Not ideal for young children or the 
elderly. Or worse still when our visitors 
are getting into and out of their car with 
children and/or bags. It's hair raising to 
say the least.  Pulling into our drive is 
a particular problem. Impatient drivers 
who have tail-gated you home, flash and 
beep, furious that you are actually daring 
to ruin their lightning speed race home 
by slowing down to park! Likewise when 
we pull out of our drive. I have contacted 
Suffolk County Council (who control the 
Highways here) and registered my 
concern and am told someone will come 

out to investigate. Fingers 
crossed that the council will 
show sense and 
immediately reduce the 
speed limit to 30mph and, if 
need be, install speed 
cameras to help avoid any 
future accidents along this 
over stretched country road. 
     
 I'd welcome any 
opinions on this matter.. All
