How are things in Tuddenham? All is
well under the sun this side of the Alps.

We are getting close to unpacking our
last 20 or so boxes (out of 100+!) after the
removal was completed with obviously some
little hiccups...after all we are in Italy right?

Well to start with the truck arrived on the
wrong side of the road where we live, mind it
is a very long and bendy and narrow
mountain road so | wasn't too pleased when,
in spite of my warnings the driver called me
saying, "I am looking at Via del Forte #10,
where is #70 roughly?". With no car and no
other transport means than my own feet |
had to jog all the way up to reach him and
drive outside of the village and then back in
again...but that was only the start of the
day... The removal company had arranged
for extra 2 local people to join the driver in
helping him offload the 100+ boxes, but
surprise surprise, nobody had realised that
on the 1st of August they would be on leave!
So that set my next challenge of the day;

Her funeral was held on Monday 8" September
with a committal service at the North Crematorium at 1000 hours followed by a Thanksgiving
Service at Witnesham church at 1115 hours, attended by family and many friends.

All will be sadly missed and our thoughts and prayers are with Brenda and Phylliss

and their families in their loss, and with Barbara’s son Jerry and his wife.

Sunday in the month there is only one service in the benefice at a nominated church. On the
fourth Sunday there is also a service of Holy Communion, without music, at 0800 hours.

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BEATRICE

It is 1998, it is our first camp for children at
the orphanage at Pascani. During the first day or
two a young woman turns up with her husband
saying she wants to take Beatrice aged 10, to her
home for the weekend. Our Romanian teacher
wants to see her permission paper which she does
not have. An argument and several conversations
on the telephone later she takes Beatrice for two
days, then brings her back. Beatrice never sees her
again. What pain! Better never to have seen her
aunt than to be taken for a weekend to be played
with like a doll, then tossed away.

We have known Beatrice for six years; she
is tiny, heart shaped face, graceful, always smiling,
and always sweet. Now she begins to look sad all
the time. She is sometimes difficult, resentful

It is 2000. Beatrice is not at the orphanage
in Pascani. Another girl at the orphanage, aged 16,
has been negotiating ‘deals’ in Pascani. Beatrice,
now aged 12, has been taken to an attic somewhere,
where she has suffered three days and nights of
abuse. When the police recover her, returning her to
the orphanage, she tells the Director all about it. He
now has a dilemma. If she stays what stories will she
tell the other girls that will pollute their minds? If she
stays will everyone in the town suggest he is running
a bad house, undisciplined? He has to punish her.
She is desperately hurt and frightened but she is
nevertheless sent to a small orphanage in the
countryside.

Clearly he is angry with her, so we do not
ask permission to visit that place, because it is
obvious he will say ‘no’, so we just go there, and
face his anger when we come back.

In the village someone asks what we are
doing there; we explain and they point out the fields
where the children are working. It is spring. The fields
are muddy and cold, there is snow on the hills. The

The children are
planting potatoes.
Beatrice comes running,
her face streaked with
mud. Mud is caked under
her fingernails. She hugs
everyone and asks ‘Have
you come to get me’?
But we have to say ‘No'.
Her face crumples; we
talk, out in the muddy
cart track. She smiles a
little at the gift we have
brought from Debbie, her
sponsor in Suffolk, but
nothing will restore her,
except forgiveness. Her
face as we drive away,
waving goodbye, will
melt a heart of stone. We
do not see her again,
except...

Roll  the film
forward to 2008. Our
Romanian partner

Foundation asks us to go
to visit the homeless in
Lasi city. Catalin is 26.
He has been on the
streets thirteen years,
since he was
abandoned. He has tried
to commit suicide twice.
He had a job in Hungary
but he made a mistake
and they sacked him.
Now he does occasional
work. He needs a driving
licence, but he has bad
long distance vision. Arpi
would like to get him an
eye test and will do so
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today, with money some English
friends left. Catalin has a girlfriend. He will
take us to his house. It is a secret, he
doesn’t want the others to know. This little
group get on alright at the moment but there
are other groups around the city, and if one
of them moved on or got angry, he might
tell another group, or the police, then one or
the other would come, throw his belongings
away, or burn them.

He takes us to a stylish boulevard.
There is a railing. Behind the railing is a
sheet of iron, that is the inspection door to
the city sewer. He opens it. His girlfriend is
sitting on a blanket on a ledge 2.6 wide.
Their belongings are neatly folded and
stacked on some shelves he has made out
of scrap wood. Behind him is the archway
of the 150 year old sewer. If they fell off,
they would fall into the water.

But look — the delicate pretty qirl
gets up, her face alight with pleasure, and
comes out with her arms out to greet us.
She and | embrace, so tightly we can hardly
breathe. Everyone looks on, astonished.

Imagine her amazement. Her
visitors are the friends she has when she
was small. They are the friends she never
thought to see again. The friends who
understood and forgave what she still talks
of as HER mistake. It is Beatrice.

It is a long time since we asked for
your help; we make no apologies for asking
for your help with this. It would cost £75 a
month to rent a one room apartment for the
two of them, £100 would pay some of the
utilities as well, so they could get a start.
Then Beatrice could get an ID card like
Catalin, and they could both work because

they could keep clean,
and wouldn’'t smell. They would
need this security for at least a
year, until they find work and can
help themselves.

The Talmud says ‘If you
save one you save the whole
world’. Could we try to save
these two? We left blankets;
towels and a few clothes, ready
for the apartment that we hope
you can give them.
