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Neighbourhood Watch  
 
There have been some 
burglaries in Tuddenham this 

month. Please secure your sheds and 
outbuildings.

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 The next two pages offer readers a balanced view of the proposed “Green 
Burial site” on Grundisburgh Road. The first is written by Philip Summers, agent 
for the applicants, after he kindly came to the editor’s house to promote the 
project. On page 5 is a response from residents near Tuddenham Hall, whose 
properties are surrounded on three sides by the “Tuddenham Vale” site. 
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Dear readers,               
 We are writing to voice our concerns regarding the proposed planning 
application on Grundisburgh Road, Tuddenham St. Martin. We have several 
issues but to p of the list is the volume of traffic that will pass through the village 
and out lying villages. Locals know our roads are not equipped to deal with large 
amounts of traffic. Permission is being sought for 50 parking places which 
communicates what the applicants expect in usage numbers. Five funerals a day 
might not sound many but with fifty cars for five funerals a day, coming and going 
home, this will bring an extra 500 car movements through Tuddenham. We then 
need to consider the mourners who will continue to visit and the dog walkers who 
are encouraged to park here using the permissive path into the Fynn Valley. We 
can be expecting 1400 funerals a year based on five services a day for five days 
and two on Saturdays and this will be going on right next to our properties. We 
understand that services will be held from 10 am till 3.30 pm but the applicants 
have failed to mention the dog walkers and mourners who will repeatedly return to 
the site.               
 How will our village roads be improved to cope with this extra traffic? Will 
passing places be created? The road through Tuddenham is already dangerous 
with traffic meeting head on, close to houses and pedestrians. Can we cope with 
more traffic? Who is going to foot the bill for any improvements? There is 
provision for parking a coach on the site - why?       
 The next issue is pollution. With cars come noise and fumes. What do the 
applicants intend to do about that? The green credentials of the application are 
somewhat dented by the extra traffic through a small village, bringing rubbish, 
fumes and noise along with more potential traffic accidents. We have worries 
about the water table and possible contamination from the corpses. 

There is to be a pavilion on the site in which services might occur bringing mire 
noise. Will it be eco friendly? There is an open meadow backing onto the village 
on the plan and we have to wonder whether this might also be brought into the 
planned changes at some stage. What will happen if the project fails? Once the 
land is no longer designated for “agricultural use” can it be changed for housing or 
industrial use more easily?            
 On a more personal note we are concerned for our peace of mind. This site 
will bring hundreds of people close to our properties so that we will lose the 
enjoyment of our homes and gardens, reducing the property prices and making 
them difficult to sell. Only expensive  fences would preserve our privacy especially 
if the car park fills and cars start appearing on our access lane. Who would prefer 
a cemetery to open fields, coach air brakes to bird song, or people crying to 
badgers’ frolics?                

  To find out more about this application we would as k as 
many people as possible to attend a Special Parish Council

There will be Communion at 0800, but no service at 0930, as we shall 
be joining the Chapel worship at 1100 hours. A Remembrance Service 
will be held at 0930 on 9th November. Services 
over the Christmas period will be advised in 
the next edition.

 I had long intended to make the climb in my 71st year so, following my 
birthday early in August and urged on by Dymphna we had set off at the end of 
the month for two weeks in the Lake District. Dymphna was to act as my trainer 
during the first week to get me fit and Lucy and James were to join us for the 
second to ensure that I did not falter and to drag me over the summit if I should 
collapse before attaining it.  
 Scafell Pike is, as everyone knows, the highest mountain in England at 3210 
feet. Dymphna had decided to absent herself from the climb, but she 
nonetheless, in one of her training sessions, dragged us all up Skiddaw, no mean 
achievement itself at 3053 feet. When we were finally ready for Scafell, the 
difficulty was not so much finding the necessary energy as finding the one day 
when the top was visible at all. However all went well. It took us four and a half 
hours to the top, another four down. And how we enjoyed it, and how pleased 
with ourselves we were!

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Some thoughts and memories of Lorna Beckett  
 
 Lorna was born in Ipswich on the 15th February 1920.  Her parents were 
John and Laura Mann, and her father was a fitter and turner by occupation.  
Lorna was one of five children.  The family lived in Cemetery Road and Lorna 
attended the St Helen’s Junior and Senior Schools. On leaving school she was 
employed as a book binder by two well-known Ipswich firms – the Ancient House 
Press and W S Cowell.  
 As is with young people, romance developed between Lorna and Victor 
Harry Beckett – known to all as Harry.  They met through Harry’s brother Dennis 
marrying Lorna’s sister Phyllis. 
 Lorna and Harry’s wedding took place in Ipswich on the 4th November 1940, 
when Lorna was just twenty years of age.  They had three sons – Paul, Alan and 
Geoff, of whom she was very proud, and always spoke so lovingly.  Geoff has, of 
course, now returned to Tuddenham with Julie and family. Lorna and Harry 
moved to Tuddenham in 1960 – Geoff was three at the time – and as the years 
went by, nine grandchildren (the oldest now 42 and the youngest 15) arrived on 
the scene – not forgetting five great grandchildren. 
 
 Lorna loved tending her garden in Tuddenham, 
reading novels, walking the dogs – Lady, Tammy, 
Lassie and Tiny.  She loved all pets and animals, 
demonstrated by adopting various creatures, for 
example: hares, rabbits, magpies, sparrow, jackdaw, a 
blind duck – just to name a few.  
 Sadly Harry died on the 6th January 1986 – a great 
loss to Lorna and the family.  The late Pastor Mitchell 
was very helpful to Lorna at this time and this resulted in 
her regular attendance at chapel. 
 Lorna became a much loved member of the chapel 
congregation and enjoyed attending the Sunday 
services, taking her grandsons – Sam and Jo – to the 
Sunday Club.  She conscientiously took on the 
responsibility of arranging the chapel flowers with her friend Audrey Gorham, and 
also preparing the communion table.  
 
 Lorna went to New York with grandson Mike, visiting the twin towers and 
taking a helicopter ride – this being in her seventies. Particular friends over many 
years were the late Audrey Gorham (mentioned above), Iris Mann, Mr & Mrs 
Damant, Andrew and Jenny (who still live opposite), Tim and Kathy (who moved 
to Scotland but still kept in touch) and also June who has regularly kept in contact 
with Lorna through letters, e-mails and ‘phone calls from South Africa.  June and 
Lorna had many laughs together during their outings before June moved away.

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 Lorna left Tuddenham in 
1999 to live with her son Alan, 
following which she moved into 
Holywells Court from 2002 to 
2005, during which time she 
experienced living with other 
over sixties and joining in many 
special events, including Bingo, 
which she had never done 
before.  She also loved going on 
the arranged coach trips. 
 
 Lorna’s health started to fail 
in 2005, and she had to move to 
Sherington Road Residential 
Care Home, where she enjoyed 
more social events, including 
quizzes and trips out. 
From 2005 to 2008 Lorna’s 
health deteriorated so much that 
her needs could no longer be 
met in residential care, so she 
had to move into nursing care in 
Felixstowe. 
 

Lorna passed away on the  
20th June in the Ipswich  
Hospital, and is much  

missed in Tuddenham.
