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Obituary for Walter Weekes

At the end of 2008 Walter Weekes (Wally) passed
away in the Anglesea Heights Nursing Home, and for
many older Tuddenham residents, 7 Main Road,
Tuddenham, will always be the Weekes’ family home.
To identify this, for those who haven’'t been around
long, as you come towards Tuddenham from Ipswich,
there are three cottages on the right hand side, the last
of which has a pig cut into the roadside hedge. The
Weekes' lived in the first of the three you come to. The
house was called ‘Cookies’ after Cook who retired from
there. Walter left in 1942 and his parents stayed until
they died.

Walter's dad was a market gardener and
cultivated not only at their cottage but also in the field opposite. He transported
his produce on a horse and cart around the countryside and down into the
outskirts of Ipswich.

Walter was one of five children, Cyril (known as Jim), Herbert, Avice, Olive
and himself, and went to schools in Tuddenham and Grundisburgh. The
Education Authority provided him with a bicycle to attend the latter, as they did for
all children travelling to Witnesham and Grundisburgh. Can you imagine an
exodus of children from Tuddenham on bicycles every morning!!

Wally referred to buying gobstoppers — 2 for a half-penny — at Hammonds
(now the chapel manse) on his way to school. His mate was Jimmy Steel, whose
dad ran the Tuddenham Football Team on the meadow.

Much could be written about those times. Almost a bygone age! Mr & Mrs
Weekes, Senior, were chapel people, and someone quite rightly described Walter
as ‘coming from good stock’. Walter, in his late teens, became a Christian and
married Ivy in1942 in Playford Church, the village she came from.

Walter trained as a lathe turner, working for Reavells from 1935 — 1948 and
then for BX Plastics for another 35 years.

He was a sought-after preacher and in the fifties and sixties, was very popular
for leading Sunday School Anniversary Services. He would cycle with his family to
places like Grundisburgh, as they did in those days. He was different. The
children loved him. All of this activity sprang from his faith, in which he was
immoveable.

vy and Walter had three children, Alan, Margaret and Janet, resulting in 10
grandchildren and three great-grandchildren. Sadly Ivy died on the 5" July 1992,
after fifty years of married life.

Walter played football until the early 1950’s for Botwoods, in the Ipswich and
District League. He was an avid cricket supporter, an Essex member with Ivy from
1983 to 1992. He enjoyed music — particularly Welsh male voice choirs.

On retiring from full-time employment he became a regular member and
supporter of the chapel in Tuddenham, taking on the role of secretary/treasurer at

pram. Walter moved into Tooley’s
Court — Ipswich town centre —
when access to his Hervey Street
home became too difficult. This
was followed by five years at the
Lindley House Residential Home in
Felixstowe and then 14 months at
Anglesea Heights Nursing Home
until his death on 30" December

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Charles Darwin and the Anti-Slavery Movement

It was through Thomas Clarkson’s connection with the village that on 25th
March 2007 we celebrated the 200th anniversary of the “Abolition of the Slave
Trade Act” here in Playford. And we celebrated in style inviting not only the great
and the good from within the county but most memorably some fifty members of
the Clarkson family, many of whom were unaware of each other’s existence let
alone had ever met or previously corresponded. We also asked members of those
families whose long standing connection with the Clarksons dated back to Thomas
himself. There were the Wordsworths who remain very close friends to this day
and there was our own Owen Goldsmith whose great-great-grandfather, Arthur
Biddell of Hill House, was a particularly intimate acquaintance and close confidant.
The Wilberforces unfortunately were unable to come as, understandably, they
were on duty on such an historic day in their home town of Hull. And Yorkshire was
probably a closer option for Alan Wedgwood from Pooley Bridge, the very village
where in 1793 Clarkson had bought his farm in the Lake District. Alan is the great-
great-great-grandson of Josiah Wedgwood, the 18th century potter and social
reformer, and despite his absence from the party, we were in frequent
communication mainly about his supply of facsimiles of his forebear’s famous
medallion but also about his family’s early connection with the abolition movement.
At least until earlier this year when the company sadly went into liquidation, he was
the one remaining family member on the Waterford Wedgwood board.

Josiah Wedgwood (1730-1795) was brought up in a family of nonconformists
and was not only a model employer at the very dawn of the Industrial Revolution
but took an ardent interest in the social and political concerns of his age. Towards
the end of his life he became active in the anti-slavery movement, joining the
“Society for Effecting the Abolition of the Slave Trade” which Clarkson had set up
in 1787. His wealth enabled him to support the cause financially and in particular
helped provide for Clarkson’s investigatory work around the country. Josiah’s

iImmediate offer to produce a medallion was accepted. It was to become the
movement’s most potent symbol and the first logo ever to be used as publicity in
a campaign.

Josiah’s eldest child, Susanna, married Robert Darwin a doctor from
Shrewsbury and Charles was their fifth child who became the famous English
naturalist Charles Darwin (1809-1882) whose bicentenary is being celebrated
this year. The Darwin- Wedgwood connection is strong for not only is Charles a
grandson of Josiah but he also married a first cousin, Emma Wedgwood, the
daughter of Josiah Il. Darwin’s voyage on the Beagle, his ideas on natural
selection and the publication of The Origin of Species (1859) are well known
and will be much aired throughout the coming months but a new book entitled
Darwin’s Sacred Cause suggests what might have underpinned his publication
of The Descent of Man (1871). Darwin was outraged by all the slavery he
witnessed on his travels, particularly in South America, and he placed Clarkson
at “the apex of humanity.” It was a belief in racial brotherhood that was rooted in
the greatest moral movement of his age, the abolition of slavery. And notions of
‘common descent’, whereby all races are deemed to have a common ancestor,
had been widely accepted within abolitionist circles in his younger days. Indeed

his own grandfather Josiah’s evocative
cameo has the kneeling slave pleading: ‘Am |
not a Man and a Brother?’

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Facelift for Norman

Over the last few months a
planned programme of essential
repairs and improvements has been
taking place at St. Martin’s Church.
Part of the programme has been the
cleaning and renovation of the
Norman doorway on the North
elevation of the nave. This doorway
Is probably the oldest remaining
part of the village and has been
suffering from years of grime, soot
deposits and the weather.

on 5th November, 2008. Since then
suspect and decayed joints have been
repointed with lime mortar, the poor
threshold step has been replaced with a
single piece of York Stone (having
stabilised the ground underneath first) and
improvements have been carried out to
prevent further deterioration of the door
itself.

On the same day the Norman doorway
was cleaned, the West (Tower) door
surround was also cleaned. Because of the
delicate condition of some of the
stonework, a steam cleaning process had
to be employed.

such that the method of cleaning
had to be chosen with care (simple
pressure washing could have
caused irreparable damage.) After
consultation with the County
Archaeologist it was decided to use
a system of cleaning known as the
‘Jos (pronounced yos) System.’

This system, originally
developed abroad, but used in this
country with great success, utilises
a swirling vortex, for gentle but
effective cleaning, comprising of a
mixture of low air pressure, a little
water and a safe, inert powder
material.

This process was carried out

He also told
our reporter about the crack measuring
devices placed on the Church stone walls,
at £8 each.
