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Taken from Westerfield Parish Council Special Newsletter 
 Last January Ipswich School invited residents to an exhibition, detailing a plan to develop their 
current playing fields to the north of Valley Road and build new sports facilities on land off Tuddenham 
Road. The school has now applied for planning permission to allow a housing estate of around 300 
homes to be built on their playing fields - ref: 09/00192. The sale of the land to a developer will fund the 
sports park. Ipswich School has also applied for planning permission to build the new sports park – ref 
09/00193. Now that the plans are published, you have until 20 April to comment. The plans can be 
viewed on line http://online.ipswich.gov.uk/ppc/appnsearch.aspx or at the council’s offices. Comments 
can be made on line or in writing to The Planning Officer, Ipswich Borough Council, Grafton House, 
Ipswich IP1 2DE. Comments on the two proposals need to be made separately. 
(IPSWICH PLANNING DEPARTMENT HAVE INDICATED THEY WILL ACCEPT DOCMMENTS 
BEYOUND THE ABOVE DATE) 
How does this affect Tuddenham?  
If the Valley Road application to build on the Northern Fringe is successful, a precedent will have 
been set. Mersea Homes will apply to build 1000 homes on the Northern Fringe as detailed in their 
recent exhibition. Tuddenham will effectively lose some of its ‘strategic green corridor’ currently 
supported in the Ipswich Local Development Framework (ref: Policy Area 21), and be seen as an 
extension of the urban area of Ipswich. The sports park is a large commercial enterprise providing 
a new focal sporting point for Ipswich as a whole. The indoor and outdoor sporting facilities will 
cover an area of 53 acres! It will be situated just to the west of the village and will inevitably lead 
to an increase in traffic in the village. Areas of the village may also suffer from increased light 
pollution. 
 
Comments ideally need to be evidence based. You might like to consider the following points: 
�  The key message from the Westerfield Parish Plan was that they wanted to remain a village and not 
be part of a greater Ipswich. This is endorsed in the current Boundary Review proposal which puts 
Westerfield in a Rural Suffolk Unitary. Residents are against any large developments on the Northern 
Fringe, and there are concerns over speed and volume of traffic in the village. 
�  These developments are contrary to the current planning policy for the Northern Fringe. The 
Ipswich Local Development Framework (LDF) states that there is no need to build on the Northern 
Fringe (ref: Policy Area 11). Land has been identified to satisfy the housing needs up to 2021 and none 
is on the Northern Fringe. There are a significant number of empty homes in Ipswich. The Borough 
Council should be encouraged to fill these before allowing development on green field land. 
�  Can Valley Road handle the extra traffic? If not there will be more traffic cutting through the 
village. 
�  Whilst further sporting facilities should be encouraged, the LDF says that Ipswich has above 
average sporting environments (ref: Core Strategy, Section 6.1). Existing private and council-run 
sports facilities could suffer a drop in use if members of the wider 
community transfer to other facilities. 
�  Access to the sports park will be along minor rural roads and would likely lead to road 
safety concerns and congestion. Buses will be needed to take pupils to the proposed sports 
park. If Ipswich needs a new sports park, a more sustainable option would be to site it 
where transport facilities and road access are better. 
�  The proposed sports park will result in the loss of over 50 acres of high quality agricultural land. 
The East of England Plan, on which the Ipswich LDF is based, states that such land, where 
possible, should be protected (ref: Policy ENV6). Building on this land could be contrary to Plan 
Policies relating to agriculture.

These include conveyor belts, large revolving 
drums, magnets, hi-tech cameras, and around 
25 “pickers.” The unit welcome loose paper, 
card, cans and tins, aluminium foil and plastic 
bottles (with lids off) as well as hard plastic 
containers.
