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 This year we are opening our 
gardens to the public as part of the 
National Gardens Scheme in aid of 
Macmillan Cancer Support and Marie 
Curie Cancer Care. Larks’ Hill 
gardens are just outside the village on 
the Clopton road and are around 
eight acres. The site is very 
interesting sitting on the side of a hill 
overlooking the Fynn valley and 
village with slopes in all directions!  In 
places the gardens run from the top of 
the hill down to the valley floor and 
consist of woodland, fields and more 
formal areas including a vegetable 
garden and herb garden.   

Alongside this they must be one of the 
few gardens to have recently had a 
castle constructed that overlooks the 

village, due to this and the steep 
gradient changes it provides some 
wonderful views and photo 
opportunities. We are celebrating the 
25th year of being here and the 
progress that has been made. When 
we moved in the garden was simply a 
sloped field and has therefore basically 
been created from a blank canvas. The 
opening dates are as follows:

 Have you been down to The Docks 
today? If not you can be sure of a big 
surprise! We chose a recent sunny day 
to wander along next to the river and 
found some welcome new sights. The 
statue opposite is in Cromwell Square 
and commemorates the Russian, Prince 
Obolensky, who represented England 
against the All Blacks in a famous rugby 
triumph in 1936, and died in 1940 whilst 
training in his Hawker Hurricane at Martlesham Heath. The wheels of the plane 
caught in a rabbit warren and he was catapulted out of the cockpit. He is buried 
in Ipswich Cemetery. 

 The new Sir Bobby Robson 
pedestrian and cycle bridge is in place 
crossing the River Gipping connecting 
Ipswich Village with the “Voyage 
Development” where the Compare 
Reavell Foundry used to stand. The 
61m span bridge hangs from a 35m 
high, wishbone pylon and the bridge 
soffit is 5m above sea level to allow 
clearance of debris should there be 
severe flooding. It is an elegant 
addition to Ipswich. 

Walking from the bridge towards the 
railway station on the Town side of the 
river you pass the old B&Q site, carpet 
warehouse and railway sidings. You 

might be 
interested to 
know Tesco’s 
has applied to 
place a superstore here (50% bigger than Copdock 
store) along with hotels, health club and 149 apartments. 
As you reach the skateboard park you see “Against the 
Tide”, a sculpture of an ancient rower cast in Butley 
Forge, recalling the industrial past of Ipswich. 
 In the photo on the left you see the start of a new 
addition to the Salt Harbour Hotel where a snooker club 
used to stand. 
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 The new university 
building sits on the water 
front moving Ipswich into the 
21st Century. What a change 
from just a few years ago to 
walk along the quayside and 
see so many new structures. 
And so much more to come. 
The Dance East studio is 
being furnished and The Mill, 
now the highest building in 
Ipswich, is soon to host an 
abseiling event. What a 
contrast to the Wolsey Gate 

shown below that stands testament to the great college destroyed in the 
reformation. It was built 480 
years ago and stands next to 
St. Peter’s Church (new gate 
shown below. ) 

 “Beyond the Horizon” commemorates the 400 
years that have passed since a Suffolk born man 
helped to found Jamestown Virginia. You can find 
this further along the dock at Orwell Quay. To find

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What an evening! I think 
everyone was exhausted 
by the end but I hope it 
was a happy exhaustion.
